1. Lift the truck on a 2-post lift or equivalent 
2. Remove stock torsion keys with impact 

gun and 27mm socket. The torsion key is 
located on the chassis beneath the doors. 

3. Remove the shocks from the truck 
4. Attach the shock extensions to the stock 

shocks.  
5. Reinstall the shocks into the truck 
6. Reinstall the Truxxx torsion key and ad-

just to correct  height 
7. Set ride height to 24.25”  

 
IMPORTANT 
It is necessary to set the ride height on 
the truck after a test drive. Failure to set 
the ride height correctly could cause pre-
mature CV joint, tire rod and ball joint 
wear.  
 
The correct ride height measured from 
the center of the front axle to the fender 
is 24.25”
